The project applied simple random sampling in defitDP camps and spontaneous
settlements. Given the nature of these IDP spootengettlements, this sampling method
was found appropriate and sufficient. The samplvag made on the basis of an
estimation of the IDP population in any given sgtteént. This estimation was based on
previous surveys, reports and updates from ageopesting in the area, as well as
information from local authorities and IDP settlathkeaders. The tools applied were
focus group discussions/participatory assessmantshousehold interviews.

The survey consists of 11 main concise chapteesgpting at the same time Key
Messages, Executive Summary, Conclusions, and Reeodations.
