implementation of the Return and Recovery Programs for IDPs in Maguindanao

OCD XII Regional Director/ Executive Officer, RDCC XlI reported on the result of
Cabinet meeting which was held on May 6, 2010 at the ORG-ARMM Conference
Room in Cotabato City, presided by PGMA. Said meeting was co-facilitated by
Mindanao Development Authority (MinDA) A/Secretary Mario Montenegro and
ARMM Executive Secretary Atty. Naguib Einarimbo.

A National Focal Group for IDPs in Mindanao was created to be led by MinDA for the
development and implementation of National Action Plan (NAP) to include measures
and action for prevention, protection and response during and after displacement, as
well as the attainment of doable solutions to IDP problem.

Attendees were (DSWD Asec Vilma Cabrera; DSWD-ARMM Acting Regional
Secretary Pombain Kader; NEDA-XII Regicnal Director Socorro Ramos; ORG-
ARMM Technical Management Service (TMS) Executive Director and RDOO-ARMM
TMO Chairman; Acting Maguindanao Provincial Administrator Engr Asmad Enok; 8
ID, PA Deputy Commander BGEN Ariel Demardo; GoP-UN ACT for Peace
Programme Coordinator Diosita Andot; OPPAP representative; OCDRD Xll; and
other government agencies concerned in Regions XII, ARMM and Maguindanao.

Highlights
4.1 Status of IDP Families in Maguindanao

<+ The meeting mainly focused on the 2,339 IDP families affected by the AFP-MILF
armed conflict on August 2008. This number was extracted from the 5,414 IDP
families out of the total 16,313 IDP families staying at various evacuation centers
in the province who are willing to return home. They came from the 8 priority
return sites as validated on 8-12 March 2010 by DSWD ARMM, ORG-ARMM and
GoP-UN ACT for Peace Programme in close coordination with the Maguindanao
Provincial Government.

% Breakdown of IDP families is as follows:

Datu Anggal Midtimbang - Brgys Nunangan 747 and Tugal 147
Talayan - Damablak 505 and Linamonan- 250

Datu Salibo — Pagatin 210, Muti 185, and Kaluminis 165

Datu Saudi Ampatuan — Daplawan 150

< According to the military, the return of 3,327 IDP families in Mamasapano is not
possible as the security situation especially in Brgy Libutan remains volatile due
to the presence of rogue members of the MILF105 Base Command and partisan
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armed groups who are a diehard supporters of former Maguindanao Governor
Datu Andal Ampatuan Sr. tagged as the mastermind of the gruesome killings of
57 people in Salman, Ampatuan.

4.2 Needs and Requirements
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These validated “willing to return” IDPs still need immediate assistance in terms
of shelter for 1,187 families; PABAON for 1,001 families; and food for work, NFls
and livelihood for all 2,339 families.

Most of the return sites still need road repairs and presence of military especially
in Pagatin and unexpected Ordinances (UXOs).

4.3 PGMA’s Directives
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Creation of a National Focal Group on IDPs in Mindanao to be led by the
Mindanao Development Authority (MinDA) for the development and
implementation of a National Action Plan (NAP) for IDPS

DSWD-CO to look into the IDPs’ needs thoroughly especially on shelter in terms
of (how many to be repaired, constructed and provided with temporary shelter);
to commit additional 100 shelter units on top of more than half of the total shelter
requirements it has already constructed, with funding source from their regular
funding program; and await proposals from MSWDOs concerned on PABAON
package including NFls, with target date of submission last May 11, 2010. Said
proposals are distinct from the “Food for Asset” scheme of the UN-WFP;

GoP UN ACT for Peace Programme to commit 150 core shelter and provisions
for 300 families (thru EU/STRIDE funding source) as it is looking forward to a
long-term rehabilitation of conflict —affected communities in the province:

OPPAP thru the GRP-MILF Joint Coordinating Committees on the Cessation of
Hostilities (CCCHs) and International “Ceasefire“ Monitoring Team (IMT) to
ensure the safety and protection of IDPs based on the Joint Statements of GRP-
MILF Peace Panels last April 2010 in Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia and assist in the
validation and prioritization of IDPs following the “ceasefire” protocols, noting that
the military pull-out in Pagatin is an issue that only the CCCHs can resolve
according to 6 ID Deputy Commander BGEN Bernardo:

DPWH ARMM in coordination with the Maguindanao Provincial Government to
facilitate repairs of damaged road networks in the return sites:

RDCC-ARMM TMG to be the regional IDP Facal point noting that the council has
been coordinating and integrating responses for IDPs in the region especially in
Maguindanao thru the NDCC Cluster Approach, LDCCs concerned and HELP-
CM program of the OPPAP:;

Submission of IDP return ACTION PLAN by RDCC-ARMM TMG to MinDA of
which, the deadline of submission was last 12 May 2010; and

Initial batch of 300 IDP families who have houses to return to will be facilitated to
return with target date of return last May 15, 2010

5. Director Lita Enck, MPS of OCDRC XII assisted in the formulation of “IDP return
package” on May 7, 2010 at the DSWD-ARMM RESWAD in Datu Odin Sinsuat,
Maguindanao.

6. OCD Xl Maguindanao Office still plays an active technical role in the implementation
of various civil defense programs in the entire region thru the RDCC-ARMM TMG
despite the dissolution of OCD-ARMM last year.
